Paper 1 – Non calculator paper 1hr 30 mins 
Papers 2 and 3 – Calculator papers both 1hr 30 mins (you must bring your own calculator)

You will sit either foundation or higher tier papers, your teacher will inform you which tier the mock is. Please note, this mock informs the final tier of entry decision around Easter 2025, along with a continuous look at pupil performance and confidence.

Each paper is worth 80 marks (240 marks in total).  Questions increase in difficulty throughout the paper. Grade boundaries (marks required to reach a grade) are adjusted each year by the exam board based on the response to the paper.

Past Papers and Mark Schemes:
Past papers are available online, our recommended website is https://www.mathsgenie.co.uk/ .  It has all the relevant papers, worked examples and supporting videos.  The exam board has provided a structured set of exam revision tasks.  These are being used as part of ongoing revision homework, and will form part of the overall revision plan. (accessible in class charts)
Revision Planning:
The best form of revision in maths is practicing past paper questions.  There is a vast quantity of topics and questions in the maths GCSE, which in the time available for the mocks, means that revision should be planned on specific targeted topics.  This approach, as opposed to trying to revise everything, has 2 main purposes:
· Consolidate and extend: these topics are now revised for the final exam, leaving a clear list of topics to be revised further. 
· Richer feedback for improvement:  having a revision plan that is focused, gives excellent feedback on whether the revision techniques being used are working or sufficient.  This can really boost a pupil’s confidence when they do well on the things they targeted, which means their job going forward is to scale up their efforts for the summer, rather than discover how to revise. 
Pupils will be directed by their teachers on what topics are good focuses for them for the mocks, and will put in place a full revision plan for the final exams. 
Useful Revision Websites and Topic Lists:

Many pupils prefer to revise based on topic lists, broken into their approximate grades of difficulty.  A full topic by grade revision list (and resources) is available at www.mathsgenie.co.uk/gcse.php .  This list has been replicated into a course on Dr Frost, so pupils can use the same list to revise, but choose between the two platforms when they prefer.

	These are the 4 main websites the school uses.  There are a huge number of sites and people online, all there to help.  



Predicted Papers:
Every year for the main summer exams, websites and online tutors publish their “predicted papers”.  For paper 1, they look statistically at what topics have turned up in previous years, and create a realistic practice paper based on these.  For papers 2 and 3, they update their prediction statistics based on the questions that have been used in the current year.  They should not be solely relied on, as they are only predictions, but these papers provide a great extra tool for revision.  Teachers will direct pupils to the best sites nearer the exams. 
Recommended revision guides: 
Some pupils prefer a good paper revision guide.  There are many out there, but we have found pupils like CGP.  Please ensure you get the guide for our exam board – Edexcel, and for the correct tier of entry.  These can be ordered directly from the CGP website (or second hand online) across all the subjects www.cgpbooks.co.uk. 
Exam equipment:
Pupils must have their own geometry set and scientific calculator for the mocks and final exam.  It is important they are using the same equipment in school, so that they are familiar with it.  
Other useful information:
According to current Government guidance, a formula sheet will be provided in the exam.  Links to these are below, based on the 2024 version.  It should be noted, these are not “user friendly”, pupils need to familiarise themselves with the sheet, as the formulas can look different to the ones they are used to.  In addition, it only implies the formula for a cube and cuboid, and does not mention the volume of a pyramid (shows up a lot!), which needs to be learned.
